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Codebook: Informal Employment, Social 

Security and Political Trust in Six Sub-

Saharan African countries 

Introduction  

  

Between 2018 and 2022 the Friedrich-Ebert-Stiftung (FES, lead agent) in collaboration with the German 
Institute of Development and Sustainability (IDOS) and the International Labour Organization (ILO) and 
supported by members of the AfroBarometer network conducted country-wide representative surveys 
in six countries in sub-Saharan Africa to provide a better understanding on the living conditions of 
people in informal employment. The surveys shed new light on poverty and inequality and on the 
broader political and societal context of informal labour, and answer to questions on the availability and 
accessibility of social security programmes in the informal economy in sub-Saharan Africa. It offers 
previously unavailable comparative and detailed data on people’s expectations of and trust in states’ 
ability to provide public goods, as well as on how people organize to pursue common goals. The factual 
part focuses on working conditions and income while the opinion part concentrates on health care and 
social security, as well the organizational and governance context of the informal economy of Benin, 
Ethiopia, Côte d’Ivoire, Kenya, Senegal and Zambia. Together, the survey countries host some 21 per 
cent of the African population and 26% of informal employment in sub-Saharan Africa. 
 
Some of the findings have been published in various studies, including the flagship publication “A 
Majority Working in the Shadows” (https://www.fes.de/referat-afrika/a-majority-working-in-the-
shadows). FES decided to make the survey data available to the public and to allow interested scholars 
to do their own scientific analysis.  
 
 

Countries and dates of surveying 

 

The surveys cover six countries of which two were surveyed twice to allow for a time-series analysis.

Structure of the Questionnaire and amendments to cover COVID-19 
 

The questionnaire was originally designed for a uniform application during all surveys, and to be ‘indigenized’ to the 
needs of country-specific categories and the correct reference to government institutions. The questionnaire 
originally consisted of 143 main questions, broken down into several sections. The key groups are: 

• Personal and sociographic data, such as age, sex, status within the household, education, respondents’ 
employment situation and income, household assets. 

• Health issues: respondents’ experience with health services; respondents’ resources in financing medical 
treatment; health insurance, including reasons for joining/not joining. 

• Trust in state/government: respondents’ expectations with regard to services provided by the state; as well as 
respondents’ views on the state’s capacity and willingness to provide services; paying taxes and fees in exchange 
for services; and social inequality, social justice and the role of social policy. 

• Self-organization and interest representation: where, why and how do respondents organize themselves in 
groups? Do respondents feel that their interests are represented by their group? What are the respondents’ 
views on trade unions? 

With the outbreak of the Covid-19 pandemic, two changes were introduced. For the surveys after February 2020, 
questions were added or answer options included to target views of respondents to COVID-19 and government 
lockdown policies. This concerned CIV and ETH. The project team then selected Kenya and Senegal for a second 
survey round to focus in particular on COVID-19 related issues. To prevent overlength of interviews questions 
thought to be less-related to the pandemic were left out. 

All interviews consisted of two parts. Part-I was directed to the head of household (or alternatively the most 
knowledgeable person) to provide main information on the household and on each of household members. The 
information received were used to identify household members in informal employment. From the complete list of 
informally employed household members random selection was done to identify the person selected for Part-II of 
the interview. The person answering Part-II is called <select person>. For details on sample design and random 
selection of households, see <technical information on survey>.
